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Introduction

Dear Friends,

Over the past several decades, an increasing number of universities have created regional studies
departments enabling students and academics alike to explore the unique cultural, historical, and political
characteristics of specific areas of the globe. This trend has heralded the establishment of departments
and programs ranging from the Far East to the Middle East and from Africa to Latin America.

Yet despite the emergence of area study programs and departments, Israel is among the countries
conspicuously absent at many universities across America. For years, students and faculty members have
expressed a frustration over the lack of Israel studies programs both in depth and in scope. Though Israel is
part of the Middle East, it is often excluded from Middle East studies programs or taught with a clear anti-
Israel bent. And often, in places where Israel is included in the curriculum, it is examined only through the
lens of the Arab-Israeli conflict, giving short shrift to its multidimensional and vibrant character.

To date, little empirical evidence has been gathered to accurately describe how and whether Israel is being
taught on American college campuses. This publication aims to do just that. It is the first-ever portrayal of
the state of Israel studies nationwide based on a thorough examination of the course offerings of nearly
400 universities — public and private, sectarian and non-sectarian, and large and small.

While it is important that the scholars who teach Israel studies courses be well trained, demonstrate
academic excellence, and adhere to the highest standards of the professoriate, those issues are beyond the
scope of this study. Instead, this survey is meant to provide a baseline for understanding whether Israel is
being taught on U.S. college campuses and through what prism.

This publication reveals, that at a time when students are searching for greater exposure to and under-
standing of the world beyond their borders, they will be hard pressed to learn about contemporary Israeli
society on American campuses. Though Hebrew language courses are offered at many universities,
students lack the opportunity to study a multifaceted Israel and gain a better understanding of one of the
most important regions of the world.

It is our hope that this study will help bring about a sea change in the number of Israel studies courses,
departments, and scholars at U.S. colleges and universities. By working collaboratively, administrators, faculty,
students, and communities can achieve that reality and make Israel studies a normative part of the
American academic experience.

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Executive Summary

Today, students are showing a greater interest in the world beyond their borders and are seeking opportunities

to understand the unique cultural, political, and historical dimensions of those societies. Despite this trend and the
rise in regional studies programs at universities across the country, opportunities to study about Israel at most U.S.
universities and colleges are scarce. Only nine Israel studies centers and nine Israel studies chairs exist at
approximately 4,000 institutions of higher learning across America.

To develop a better understanding of the extent to which Israel is being taught on American college campuses, the
Israel on Campus Coalition (ICC) undertook this groundbreaking study on Israel studies. Throughout May-july, 2006,
the ICC surveyed 386 institutions of higher learning in 44 U.S. states and the District of Columbia. The
universities and colleges represented in this study comprise the nation's top 120 schools according to U.S. News
and World Report, as well as a host of other universities where ICC's thirty member organizations operate ranging
widely in size and reputation. The sample was evenly divided between public and private institutions and included
community colleges, bible colleges, large universities and the Ivy League.

The following are some of the findings:

53% of the universities surveyed do not offer any Israel studies courses.

77% of the universities surveyed offer no courses or only one Israel studies course.

78% of schools with undergraduate student populations of 2,000 and lower offer no Israel studies courses.
Only 37% of universities with undergraduate student enroliments of at least 30,000 offer more than one
Israel studies course.

Of the universities that comprise the U.S. News and World Report's top 20, 25% offer no Israel studies

courses and 45% offer more than one course.

Of the 371 Israel studies courses identified by this survey, 28% focus on the Arab-Israeli conflict; 23 % explore
Israel through the lens of culture.

57% of those courses explore Israel through the lens of politics, history, society, literature, and film.

According to the National Center for Education Statistics, nearly 17 million students attend the more than 4,100
U.S. institutions of higher learning. This study may indicate that at least 9 million students do not have the
opportunity to study Israel as part of their academic experience.

In the case of Israel studies, a school's reputation alone is not a determinant of whether a university will offer
courses on contemporary Israel. vy League schools and major universities fare similarly to community colleges
and small colleges in the number of courses they offer. This study also demonstrates that universities and colleges
approach Israel studies in a variety of ways that enable them to provide course offerings exploring different
dimensions of Israeli society, politics and history. Therefore, schools large and small play an important role in
designing and offering these opportunities to their students. Some schools have taken positive steps in this
direction. Most have not.

One of the biggest challenges facing the field of Israel studies is the need to develop more scholars who can
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provide instruction in the classroom, engage in serious research about Israel, and provide mentorship to a
generation of aspiring scholars. However, scholars are discouraged from entering this field because an insufficient
number of positions exist for them to fill. As a result, new programs have been developed to bring visiting Israeli
professors to U.S. campuses to teach contemporary Israel and to increase the number of Israel studies offerings.
At least 16 visiting professors will work on U.S. campuses during the 2006-2007 academic year.

The movement to establish Israel studies departments can best be described as fledgling. According to the
Middle East Studies Association, there are 125 Middle East studies centers across the U.S. Many of them involve
courses that reference Israel as part of their course offerings, but these typically examine Israel through the lens
of the Arab-Israeli conflict and often with an anti-Israel bent. Universities and communities need to be working
closely to bring Israel studies to the more than 16 million students looking to expand their understanding of a
diverse, complex and vibrant world.
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Background on Israel Studies

Over the past decade, and particularly since September 11, 2001, students have demonstrated a remarkable and
growing interest in the world beyond their borders. According to the Institute for International Education (lIE),
participation in study abroad programs, which were once the privilege of a few, has increased by 400 percent since
1985 as students seek to learn firsthand about other cultures and societies. International study has become such
common practice that many universities encourage, if not require, their students to spend at least one semester
abroad as part of their academic experience.

Foreign student exchanges have also grown in number and scope over the past decade, giving rise to more
individual interaction between American college students and their global contemporaries. lIE reports that the
number of foreign students studying in the U.S. has grown by over 60 percent over the past 20 years and that,
today, more than 89,000 international scholars teach or conduct research at American universities. Though U.S.
authorities have heightened their vigilance regarding foreign nationals studying or teaching in the US. illegally, the
number of legal foreign students and professors continues to grow.

The U.S. government has long encouraged universities, through grants and other means, to develop regional studies
programs that would prepare today’s students to become tomorrow’s foreign policy experts. Indeed,

students have benefited from the emergence of regional studies centers that focus on every corner of the globe
from Africa to the Far East and from the Middle East to Latin America.

However, even with the rise in regional study programs and the desire of students to examine different areas of
the globe, one country has remained conspicuously absent: Israel. As a country at the heart of one of the most
significant regions of the world and with a close strategic relationship with the United States, it is critical that
students have an opportunity to explore contemporary Israeli society, politics, and culture.

Conceptually, Middle East studies centers are supposed to provide students and professors with the opportunity to
examine the complexities of that region from a variety of perspectives and dimensions. Yet today, the approximately
125 Middle East study centers that exist across America tend to view Israel solely through the lens of the Arab-
Israeli conflict or not at all. This situation, and the frequent complaints of hostility toward Israel within those
departments, has stimulated the creation of Israel studies programs and departments.

Only nine Israel studies centers or programs exist today, and thanks to a newly established program this

year, visiting Israeli scholars have positions at an additional 12 universities (see chapter 6 for a full listing of those
universities). Those numbers are woefully low considering the strategic importance of Israel to the U.S. and its
centrality to the Middle East.

Given the current situation, American universities are failing to nurture and develop a new generation of
well-trained scholars who can share their knowledge of Israel with the broader community. This situation has
broad-ranging implications in both the short and long term. In the short term, students are matriculating from
campus lacking a fundamental understanding of one of the most important regions on the globe.This lack of
knowledge will impact future trade and economic relations between the U.S. and Israel, cultural and academic
exchanges, strategic initiatives, and diplomatic ties.

In the long term, the shortage of Israel studies programs portends the entry into a cycle in which new scholars
will not be trained and universities will find themselves without skilled and knowledgeable professors who can
teach about modern Israel. To rectify the situation, universities will be required to compete for able scholars while
students complete academic experiences lacking in a broader understanding of Israel and the Middle East.
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Findings

INTRODUCTION

This study examines course offerings related to Israel at 386 U.S. universities and colleges in 44 states and the
District of Columbia, ranging widely in size and reputation. The sample was evenly divided between public and
private institutions (189 and 197 respectively) and included community colleges and bible colleges, as well as state
universities and the vy League.

This study was motivated by a single question: is contemporary Israel being taught at American universities and
colleges? While other questions, such as who is teaching, what materials are being used, and how are curricula being
developed, are topics for other surveys, the sole additional element that is addressed here is the lens through
which Israel is being explored.

It is also critical to distinguish here between courses related to lewish studies and Israel studies. Today, Jewish
studies is a robust field and, while Israel may be referenced in courses offered by those departments, it is usually in
the context of religion or ancient history rather than contemporary issues. Archaeology, literature, poetry, film, and
Hebrew are relevant to understanding Israel, but the problem is not a failure to teach about medieval Jewish
history, rabbinics, or Hebrew poetry, it is a lack of courses that provide a thorough understanding of modern Israeli
history, politics, and society. Thus, for the purposes of this survey, Israel studies is defined as courses explicitly
related to the study of modern Israel.
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WHERE ISRAEL IS TAUGHT

Of the universities and colleges included in this survey, only 47% (180) offer courses related to Israel and of those
180 schools, slightly more than half offer only a single course. A further breakdown reveals an even starker picture.
In other words, 77% of all schools surveyed have no courses or only one course related to Israel and less than
25% offer two or more Israel studies courses.

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Using U.S. News and World Report's ranking of America’s top 20 universities and colleges, 25% have no Israel studies
courses and fewer than 50% offer more than one course. Brown University and Washington University in St. Louis
alone account for more than 36% of the top 20's total offerings.

Even the Ivy League fails to set itself apart from the rest of the field. Again, Brown University alone has more
courses (7) than the combined offerings of five of its lvy League counterparts — Cornell University (0), Princeton
University (1), University of Pennsylvania (1), Harvard University (2), and Columbia University (2). Yale University
and Dartmouth College offer 3 and 5 courses respectively.

The schools of the Big Ten are buoyed by the strong performance of the University of Michigan, which offers 10
Israel studies courses and accounts for 37% of all offerings. This stands in stark contrast to Northwestern University,
Purdue University, and the University of lllinois, which offer no courses at all.

It may come as little surprise that schools with lower undergraduate enrollments tend to offer fewer courses. Only
22% (17) of schools with undergraduate populations of 2,000 or less offer Israel studies courses. Large schools are
not without their challenges either. A full 26% of schools with undergraduate populations of 30,000 or more do
not offer courses in Israel studies and only 37% offer just one course.

Universities with large Jewish undergraduate student populations (3,000+) are not offering Israel studies courses at
a rate higher than what has been previously described. Eighteen percent (4) offer no courses and 32% (7) offer
only one course.The University of Michigan and the State University of New York, Albany offer 31% of all courses
(17) within this group.

HOW ISRAEL IS TAUGHT

In addition to identifying the number of campuses on which Israel is taught and the total number of courses, this
study also helps provide an understanding of the prism through which Israel is studied. Of the 371 courses reported
in this study, 28% (104) center on the Arab-Israeli or Palestinian-Israeli conflict. 128 courses or 35% focus on the
study of Israel — its society, media, history, and political systems. 23% (85) look at Israel through the lens of culture
using film, literature, and other media to explore different facets of Israeli society. The remaining percentage is
divided between examining Israel through comparative government and religion.

MIDDLE EAST STUDIES

This survey makes an important distinction between Israel and Middle East studies. Though it is possible that Israel
may be a part of Middle East studies courses, it is difficult to measure just how much time might be devoted to Israel
in the context of any specific course. For example, this survey identified an additional 362 Middle East studies courses
offered at 211 schools that mentioned Israel in the course description. While some of these general courses include
reference to Israel, they are not designed to be explorations of contemporary Israel. Therefore, they are beyond the
scope of this study and are not included in the overall analysis of Israel studies courses on U.S. campuses.

For years, it has been widely claimed by academics and students alike that Middle East studies centers fail to explore
and teach Israel honestly. Rather, positions within these centers have been exploited by some as an opportunity to
deliver politically motivated and hostile portrayals of Israel in the classroom. Therefore, those centers are generally not
adding scholarship to the field of Israel studies that will enhance a student's ability to develop a critical understanding
of modern Israel.

Lastly, Israel plays a distinct and important role in the Middle East, and it maintains a unique political culture, reli-
gious composition, and ethnic fabric that is deserving of a separate course of study.
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Responding to the Challenge

The findings of this study, paint a troubling picture of a lack of opportunity for American students to study modern
Israel. Yet, some of the solutions to meet the challenge of expanding such offerings in the future may be gleaned
from the past. For example, years ago, philanthropists recognized that students were not offered courses in
Hebrew, Jewish history or the Holocaust. Those topics rarely, if ever, fit into existing departments. In response, chairs
and centers of Jewish and Holocaust studies were created and those fields are now flourishing. Today, at least 60
chairs in Jewish-related fields have been endowed and approximately 130 departments of Jewish studies and
another 60 in Holocaust studies have been established.

For too long, more has been invested in buildings than in people. Universities nationwide have succeeded in
courting alumni who have helped construct state of the art facilities. Yet, these facilities are not sufficient in and of
themselves to transfer knowledge or to develop a new generation of world renowned scholars. However, today,
the situation is beginning to change and the field of Israel studies stands to benefit. American University, Brandeis
University, Emory University, and New York University have already established centers of Israel studies and new
chairs are in the process of being created.

CHAIRS OF ISRAEL STUDIES

The establishment of chairs and Israel studies centers has the greatest potential for long-term influence on the
course of scholarship and the development of new talent. One of the most pressing challenges facing Israel studies
is the lack of scholars who can advance this field and provide mentorship to aspiring scholars. Through the creation
of chairs, Israel studies will become a normative part of the academic environment and herald a new generation of
young scholars in that discipline.

Though establishing new chairs in Israel studies holds great promise for the field, it is also not without its perils. On
more than one occasion, the academic decision makers involved in hiring scholars for those positions have taken
advantage of the process to advance specific political agendas. In addition, professors who occupy these positions
are protected with the same rights as those who hold tenure. Therefore, should any of the academics who hold
these positions lose their zest for teaching or research over time, the chairs are effectively hostage to the individual
until they move on at the time and date of their choosing.

SCHOLAR DEVELOPMENT

Today, there is both a shocking lack of jobs for Israel studies scholars and an insufficient number of talented new
professors to fill those few positions. There is also little incentive for new scholars to enter a field that is often
hostile to their work and offers few opportunities for employment or advancement, thus, perpetuating the shortage
of scholars.

This situation has persisted for so long that, in the short term, it may be difficult to identify qualified candidates for

Israel studies positions within newly established departments or as endowed chairs. One way to address this
challenge is to find exceptional students interested in pursuing advanced degrees in Israel-related studies and to
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provide funding for them to receive graduate training. Postdoctoral fellowships are also needed for those
completing their degrees. By directing these students to departments with endowed chairs, it will also be possible
to create Israel studies hubs, where prominent scholars can serve as mentors to multiple graduate students.

The nonprofit American-Israeli Cooperative Enterprise (AICE) has created the Israel Scholar Development Fund to
address this problem by sponsoring an annual competition for students interested in pursuing graduate degrees in
Israel-related fields. Since the establishment of the program two years ago, nine recipients have received $10,000
each and up to ten awards will be offered in 2007.

In addition to preparing new scholars, there is also a critical need to train current scholars from diverse disciplines
about Israeli affairs in order that they can develop curricula and offer multidisciplinary courses through their
departments. One such program is Brandeis University’s Summer Institute for Israel Studies (SIIS).

SIIS, established by Brandeis University and the American Jewish Committee in 2004, seeks to foster Israel studies
at colleges and universities by providing faculty with serious academic understanding of Israel and assistance in
designing courses and curricula on Israel for their own universities. The program, which is directed by llan Troen,
an Israeli professor who holds the Stoll Family Chair in Israel Studies at Brandeis, is modeled after the National
Endowment for the Humanities summer curricular enrichment courses.

To date, more than 60 scholars representing 55 different universities have participated in the program, which brings
faculty members from diverse disciplines and institutions to the Brandeis campus for two weeks of intensive study
with senior scholars in Israeli history, culture, society and politics, followed by a week in Israel learning with Israeli
politicians, academics and writers, as well as visiting Israeli universities, historical sites and museums. As a fundamental
component of the program, participating institutions commit to adding a minimum of one Israel studies course to
their existing offerings, and SIIS helps participants develop syllabi for new courses about Israel to introduce on their
campuses.

Since 2004, nearly 50 new lIsrael studies courses have been developed as a result of the Brandeis program. In
addition, participating professors are also incorporating Israel as a case study or subject of note in their courses in
other disciplines.

In addition to advancing a broad, multidisciplinary field of Israel studies, this program has created a network of
scholars interested in both teaching and research about Israel. Ultimately, this growing expertise about Israel will be
disseminated widely and assist in the expansion of Israel studies nationwide.

VISITING PROFESSORS

In situations where permanent positions are not fully funded or there are an insufficient number of candidates, a
visiting Israel scholar can be an excellent alternative. Visiting scholar programs have a number of advantages over
permanent positions: they can typically be set up more quickly, at less expense, and with minimal bureaucratic
wrangling.

Through the support of the Charles and Lynn Schusterman Family Foundation and others, the Israel Scholar
Development Fund provides matching grants to select universities to help them hire visiting Israeli scholars for an
academic year. Campuses are chosen based on a number of criteria, including their academic status, Jewish student
enrollment, geographic diversity, interest of key faculty and potential to have a significant impact.

Scholars are required to teach a minimum of two courses per semester, at least one of which is related to modern
Israel. The scholars will also participate in biannual conferences focused on advancing the field of Israel studies.

By helping universities establish a visiting Israel scholar program, the expectation is that momentum may be created
for an Israel studies program at the university, such as an endowed visiting scholar program or a tenured or
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tenure-track position. That modest foundation could form the nucleus of a program in Israel studies that would
ultimately train graduate students as well.

In the 2006-2007 academic year, visiting professors will be at 16 universities including the University of California,
Los Angeles, the University of Florida, the University of Arizona, Rutgers University, Washington University in St.
Louis, Syracuse University, the University of Texas, Harvard University, the University of Maryland, and Stanford
(please see chapter 6 for a complete listing). AICE is currently recruiting schools and scholars for the following
academic year, and plans to support up to 20 visiting scholars, including 15 Schusterman Visiting Professors, in
2007-08.

To understand the impact of this program, consider that if those 20 scholars each offer four courses over the
academic year, the total of 80 courses would be an increase of more than 20 percent in the number of currently
available Israel studies courses.

CONCLUSION

It should not be surprising that students are ill-equipped to discuss issues related to Israel given the lack of courses
available to them to learn about the politics and history of the Jewish State. The problem is acute and nationwide,
and it afflicts some of the largest and most prestigious universities in the country.

It is in no one’s interest to make this a “Battle of the Chairs,” as it was called in the following Moment magazine
cover story. The pro-Israel community and serious Israel scholars do not want to be viewed as fighting the Middle
East conflict on the campus through competing investments in Israel versus anti-Israel studies. Moreover, the goal
is not to silence diverse perspectives, even if they come from professors whose scholarship is dubious (their work
should be rightly critiqued, and questions should be asked whenever allegations of inappropriate classroom
behavior are raised).

It is also important to note that, while some may consider the most immediate need to be offering courses
related to the Middle East conflict, because students have difficulty understanding and addressing what they see in
the news, it is also critical that students study an Israel that is far more than a central actor in a political-religious
dispute. Ideally, Israel studies should incorporate a range of subjects on everything from Israeli agriculture to
technology to dance to poetry to Zionism. However, for some it is impossible to focus on Israel “beyond the
conflict” so long as the conflict rages on.

This agenda is positive and proactive, aimed at providing students with an opportunity to learn everything there is

to know about Israel from professors who have a command of the subject based on scholarly research and a love
for their subject. As this study shows, much work remains to be done.
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Battle of the Chairs

The photograph tells all. It is July 2000, shortly after the
Israel Defense Forces have withdrawn from southern
Lebanon.

Edward Said, the Palestinian-born Columbia University
professor, stands on Lebanon’s border with Israel and
stretches his right arm back like a shot-putter. He is
about to hurl a stone at Israeli soldiers on the other
side of the fence.

While stone-throwing was unusual for the distinguished
literature professor with a penchant for French cuffs
and Latin words, some grumbled that it was merely an
extension of his academic writings. Said’s theories
equated Zionism with colonialism and questioned the
legitimacy of the Jewish state.

So when Columbia announced that an endowed chair
would be named in honor of Said—who died of
leukemia in 2003—there was outrage in some quarters
of the Jewish community. That outrage intensified in
March 2004 when, after a long delay, the university
revealed that the Edward Said Chair of Modern Arab
Studies and Literature had been funded in part by the
United Arab Emirates. A few influential Jews demanded
that the university return the gift, suspend the
establishment of the chair, or both.

Columbia did neither. Instead, at a black-tie dinner a
year later, Columbia trustee Mark Kingdon announced
that he and his fellow trustees had raised $3 million to
endow an Israel studies chair in order to expand the
breadth of coverage in the Middle East and Asian
Languages and Cultures department.

[t was hard not to see the endowment of the new
Israel chair as tit-for-tat for the creation of the Said
chair and perceived pro-Palestinian sensibilities on

campus. Professor Michael Stanislawski, head of the

search committee entrusted with appointing a professor
to the Israel studies chair, insisted that the trustees’
decision predated the controversy, although he added,
“It would be naive to think that there’s a ‘Chinese wall
between the two.”

At universities across North America, endowed chairs
have become another weapon in the campus battle
between supporters of the Palestinian cause on one
side and Israel on the other. And while the struggle
involves a tiny fraction of American academics, the
battle of the chairs could well change the face of
American scholarship and upset the delicate balance
between knowledge and money.

As history would have it, the Roman who vanquished
ancient Israel was also the first person to endow an
academic chair.Vespasian, along with his son Titus, was
dispatched to suppress the great Jewish revolt in Judea,
and in 70 C.E., he oversaw the destruction of the
Jewish Temple. Returning to Rome, Vespasian became
emperor and sought to model himself after wealthy
Athenians who supported scholars. He endowed two
chairs, one for Latin rhetoric and the other for Greek
rhetoric. Unlike the Athenians, who could withdraw
their contributions at any moment,Vespasian pledged
to fund the chairs in perpetuity.

The idea behind funded chairs has changed little since.
A university invests a financial gift and the returns on
that investment pay the chaired professor’s salary. For
obvious reasons, universities are delighted to receive
donations of this sort.“An endowed chair essentially
takes the salary from something that has to be in each
year's budget and makes it available to the university
forever, as it were,” explains Michael Berenbaum, a
renowned Holocaust scholar who has held endowed
chairs at two universities. “It essentially cuts ongoing
payroll costs. And it adds enormous prestige.”
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Chaired professors are similar to other professors in
every respect—they are hired by the same search
committees, subject to the same guidelines and must
submit their curricula to the same supervisory boards.
But unlike their non-endowed colleagues, chaired
professors generally come in with tenure and need
never worry about a depletion of funds, falling out of
favor or taking on overwhelming course loads or dull
departmental chores. Instead, chaired professors are
at liberty to concentrate on research, in some cases
putting forth their views into the public arena.

While Israel studies chairs are a recent development,
American Jews have been endowing chairs since the
early 20th century,in part as a response to quotas that
then limited Jewish enrollment. “Jews who had wealth
and resources found that all of a sudden the university
was open to them,” Berenbaum explains. “At this point
of entry, they naturally gave endowed chairs in Jewish
studies.”

It was Republican congressman Lucius Nathan Littauer
who was the first to endow a Jewish studies chair, and
his 1925 gift to Harvard marked a significant turning
point: For the first time, the Bible and the Hebrew
language were taught as distinctly Jewish subjects, not
under the banner of classics or Christian theology. In
1930, Nathan J. Miller, the Republican governor of New
York, followed suit, endowing the first chair in Jewish
history at Columbia University. By the 1960s, Holocaust
studies chairs had become a separate subcategory,
allowing endowed scholars to focus on everything from
representations of the Holocaust in film to the fates of
specific small Jewish communities. “Around that same
time, Black studies were introduced into the university,”
adds Berenbaum.“That opened up the corpus of
Western civilization to other angles of study”

Meanwhile, scholarship on the Islamic world was
undergoing a transformation of its own. Before the
Cold War, the Muslim nations were most often studied
under the broad mantle of Oriental studies, which grew
out of the European experience of the Crusades, the
Renaissance and the Enlightenment. Orientalists were
generally of European descent and tended to focus on
deciphering ancient languages and translating texts.
Most famed among them was Bernard Lewis, a British-
born Jew who began teaching between the two World
Wars.

There was another reason to be interested in the

region that became known as the Middle East.\WWhen
Lewis accepted the Cleveland E. Dodge Chair of Near
Eastern Studies at Princeton, his benefactors were
American Christians—the same family that had
founded the Young Men’s Christian Association
(YMCA).“American missionary presence in the Middle
East was very significant in the 19th and early 20th
centuries,” explains Jonathan Sarna, the Joseph H. and
Belle R. Braun Professor of American Jewish History at
Brandeis and author of American Judaism: A History.
“That whole region was seen as a locus for that sort
of labor. There were religious families who thought that
Middle East studies would train people who might then
serve as missionaries.”

All of this changed after World War I, when the United
States found itself embroiled in a global game of Cold
War brinksmanship, giving new importance to studying
the nations of the Middle East. As the region began to
undergo vast changes, understanding that part of the
world and countering Soviet influence there became
urgent. The federal government began pouring
resources into the emerging field of Middle East studies,
and in 1958, as part of the National Defense Education
Act, introduced what are known as Title VI fellowships
to support graduate students in “area studies.” These
fellowships injected the newly minted area studies with
long-term vigor. Today, Middle East scholars rely heavily
on the $86.2 million that are spent on Title VI programs
each year: They support 70 percent of area studies
graduate students and upwards of 100 academic
programs and centers.

In the post-war years, Middle East studies departments
largely presented Israel as a small, innocuous nation —
less aggressive, if anything, than neighboring states such
as Iran or Jordan. The 1967 Arab-Israeli war, however,
changed all that, placing Israel in the peculiar role of a
regional superpower, in control of territory and a large,
disgruntled civilian Arab population.“In Middle East
studies, there were more and more chairs devoted to
the Arab-Israel problem,” says Howard Sachar, professor
emeritus of history and international affairs at George
Washington University. “The Six Day War was the dra-
matic impetus for this”

It was in this climate that Edward Said published
Orientalism in 1978.The book — a pointed attack on
Lewis and other Arabists he considered anathema—
became an instruction manual for a new breed of
scholars, some from the Middle East, others Americans
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who had been shaped by the 60s.Viewing themselves
as multidisciplinary scholars, social scientists and country
experts, they rebelled against the monochrome
portrayal of Arabs as the downtrodden descendents

of a once-glorious civilization.

In these circles, Said — born in Jerusalem but raised in
Egypt — was viewed as a figurehead, a voice in the
academic wilderness who spoke for the “colonized”
peoples of the world. In his 1979 essay “Zionism from
the Standpoint of Its Victims,” Said argued that Israeli
Jews justified their occupation in the same way the
British or French justified colonizing Africa: by making
the oppressed peoples into an inferior “Other”

As Said wrote: “From the earliest phases of its modern
evolution until it culminated in the creation of Israel,
Zionism appealed to a European audience for whom
the classification of overseas territories and natives into
various uneven classes was canonical and “natural.”...
[A]lthough it coincided with an era of the most virulent
Western anti-Semitism, Zionism also coincided with the
period of unparalleled European territorial acquisition in
Africa and Asia.... There is an unmistakable coincidence
between the experiences of Arab Palestinians at the
hands of Zionism and the experiences of those black,
yellow, and brown people who were described as inferior
and subhuman by nineteenth-century imperialists.”

Said himself was a complex figure. He was a Palestinian
nationalist who was not above occasional vitriol. Yet

he also embarked on joint projects to increase
understanding between Jews and Arabs with his friend,
the Israeli conductor Daniel Barenboim. The young,
liberal academics who adopted his theories sometimes
took a less nuanced approach: By the 1980s, Israel had
become the béte noire of the American left and thus a
topic of fierce debate on college campuses.

The new passion for the Palestinian cause coincided
with an influx of oil money from the Arab world, and
beginning in the 1980s, Persian Gulf royalty began to
endow chairs and centers across America. The Saudi
royal family alone established the King Abdul Aziz ibn
Saud Chair of Islamic Studies at the University of
California at Santa Barbara and the Custodian of the
Two Holy Mosques Adjunct Professorship of Islamic
Studies at Harvard University, as well as the King Fahd
Center for Middle East and Islamic Studies at the
University of Arkansas and the Sultan Program in Arab
Studies at the University of California at Berkeley.

Concerned that these new chairs would cause an
irreversible shift towards pro-Palestinian sensibilities,
large swaths of the Jewish community leapt into action.
One obvious solution; Endow academic chairs that
would offset the balance.

There’s a key difference between the Israeli chairs and
their Arab counterparts, says one board member of a
foundation that recently endowed an Israel chair, who
asked not to be identified. “Look at who their donors
are,” he says.“They're not wealthy Arab Americans. They
don't match the profile of our donors, who tend to be
private people who made their fortunes in business.”

By way of example, the board member mentions that
the three currently filled Israel chairs in the United
States were endowed respectively by Seagram heir
Charles Bronfman, plastic surgeon William Schatten
and outsourcing entrepreneur Henry Taub. Of the two
Israel chairs in Canada, one, at the University of
Toronto, was also endowed by the Bronfman family,
while the other, the Kahanoff Chair at the University
of Calgary, was funded by the estate of Sydney
Kahanoff, a Canadian Jewish oilman. Middle East studies
chairs, the board member added, are endowed by
“countries, principalities, kingdoms. That makes the
whole thing more political, more susceptible to claims
of trying to buy influence”

llan Troen’s wavy, white hair and soft, round face convey
a comforting quietude. In 2003, he left Ben-Gurion
University in Be'er Sheva, Israel to accept the newly
established Karl, Harry and Helen Stoll Chair in Israel
Studies at Brandeis University.

Born in the United States, Troen is a proud Zionist

who has written 10 books on modern Israeli history.

“| can also be critical of my society,” Troen told
suburban Boston's Daily News Tribune when the paper
announced his appointment to the Stoll Chair.
“Nevertheless, it is criticism within an appreciation for
the positive and the commitment to work for im
provement. This is particularly important in assessing
Israel,” he added, noting that there are “those within
and outside the country who view the country’s history
as but a litany of misdeeds and the Zionist enterprise as
illegitimate.” In order to teach his students to fairly
assess Israel, many of his classes dwell on the Arab-
Israeli conflict. In the fall semester of 2005, for example,
Troen taught separate courses titled “Topics in Israeli
Social History” and “History of Modern Israel”; both
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classes devoted a fair share of their readings to
Zionism, colonialism and the Palestinian question. At
New York University, Ronald Zweig, the newly
appointed Marilyn and Henry Taub Professor of Israel
Studies, teaches an undergraduate course titled
“Zionism and the State of Israel”; of the six books that
make up the core reading for the course, two deal
exclusively with the Arab-Israeli conflict.

A similar approach exists on the other end of the
ideological spectrum. At Columbia, Rashid Khalidi, who
holds the Edward Said Chair, teaches a course
sweepingly titled “History of the Modern Middle East”;
its syllabus is rich with books and articles about the
State of Israel and its conflicts with its Arab neighbors.
Tellingly, both sides often concentrate on the same key
documents—the Balfour Declaration, the U.N. Partition
Plan—albeit with dramatically different emphases.

The soft-spoken Troen politely but firmly denies the
allegation that he, or any other endowed Israel studies
professor, was appointed as a foot soldier in a war
against pro-Palestinian scholarship.

“l don't agree with the notion of combat,” he said. “It
suggests propaganda. It suggests advocacy. | don't think
that's what any of us are about.\We're real academics.
We assume that knowledge can dissipate baseless
animosity. To that extent, we're there to combat
ignorance, not advocate a particular line.”

Kenneth Stein echoes Troen's point. “If you want to tell
a story,” says Stein, who holds the William E. Schatten
Chair of Contemporary Middle Eastern History and
Israeli Studies at Emory University in Atlanta, “you let
the students unravel the history by reading original
sources. You let the story come to them, because if you
do there is nothing to be ashamed of about Zionism
or the history of modern Israel”

In 2004, Helen Diller, the wife of real estate magnate
Sanford Diller and a University of California Berkeley
alumna, was moved to donate $5 million to Berkeley's
Center for Middle East Studies to fund research grants
and sponsor a series of visiting Israeli scholars.“You
know what's going on over there,” she told the San
Francisco Jewish newspaper, l. “With the protesting
and this and that, we need to get a real strong Jewish
studies program in there... Hopefully, it will be
enlightening to have a visiting professor and it'll calm
down over there more.”

An academic committee at Berkeley chose Oren
Yiftachel, a professor of geography at Ben-Gurion
University, as the first Diller Visiting Professor. Yiftachel
is one of the Israeli academics most critical of his
country’'s policies. In a 2001 article, his words echoed
those of Said:“The actual existence of an Israeli state
(and hence citizenship) can be viewed as an illusion.
Israel has ruptured, by its own actions, the geography
of statehood, and maintained a caste-like system of
ethnic-religious-class stratification. Without an inclusive
geography and universal citizenship, Israel has created a
colonial setting, held through violent control”

Needless to say, these were not the kinds of
statements that Diller had envisioned to bring calm

to the embattled campus. Still, having given the
endowment, there was nothing she could do but
wince. For his part,Yiftachel resents the criticism his
lectures received in the Jewish press.“How can they
come and criticize an Israeli for being critical of Israel”
argues Yiftachel, who has since returned to Ben-Gurion
University, “when my life is here, my mother is here, my
children are here? | work to improve this country, and
they just bark from a distance.” The Diller endowment,
he adds, is superb in that allows scholars of vastly
different political persuasions to lecture at Berkeley.

But the Yiftachel incident sounded warning bells in the
minds of Jewish donors eager to establish a pro-Israeli
presence on American campuses. “You lose control
once you give the money to a university” explains llan
Troen. “You give with hope, and you may have
expectations but there are no guarantees”

Discouraged by the risk of donating money to Middle
East departments, some Jewish donors are opting to
establish Israel chairs within Jewish studies departments
where they perceive faculty committees are more
likely to be sympathetic to Israel. By keeping the chairs
within these safe havens, the philanthropists are
effectively protecting themselves against the potential
appointment of anti-Israel candidates. “Why don't
philanthropists place Israel studies chairs in Middle
Eastern studies departments?” asks Troen. “Because
they're smart. Either by intuition or knowledge, they've
come to the conclusion that Middle East departments
are not a hospitable home. The fault for that is to be
found in the Middle East studies establishment in this
country”

In the Jewish community, a small group of conservative
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scholar-activists based in think tanks see the Diller story
as part of a much larger phenomenon. They place
much of the blame on the Middle East Studies
Association of North America. MESA, founded in 19686,
serves as an umbrella for subgroups of vastly different
persuasions, including the Association for Israel Studies,
and counts more than 2,600 professors, researchers
and students among its members.

Martin Kramer, who is a fellow at the Washington
Institute for Near East Policy in Washington, DC, and
Daniel Pipes, who directs the Middle East Forum, each
operate independent web sites that frequently accuse
MESA's leaders of defaming Israel and scrutinize the
comments made by professors such as Khalidi. (There
is also the David Project, which helps fund Jewish
university students to fight against perceived bias.)

In a recent web posting entitled “MESA: The Academic
Intifada,” Kramer reviewed the titles of papers
submitted in the last four MESA conferences and found
that 59 dealt with Palestine, far more than had been
published on any other nation. He expressed particular
outrage over such titles as “The Making of a Human
Bomb: State Expansion and Modes of Resistance in
Palestine” and “Martyr Bodies: Aesthetics and the
Politics of Suffering in the Palestinian Intifada.” “For
MESAnNs,” Kramer concluded, “the Palestinians are the
chosen people, and now more than ever”

The notion that Middle Eastern studies has become
pro-Palestinian to the point of implicitly condoning
terrorism makes Ali Banuazizi cringe. Banuazizi, the
Iranian-born co-director of the program in Middle
Eastern and Islamic studies at Boston College, was
president of MESA until November and continues to
sit on the organization’s five-member governing board.

“Nothing can be gained by writing off 2,800 academics
and labeling them an anti-Israel or anti-Semitic cabal,”
says Banuazizi.“There are certainly those kinds of
elements in MESA — it would be disingenuous to
reject that idea and say it's not the case—but there’s a
large middle in MESA that is both reasonable and
objective.” Several insiders in the association agreed
with Banuazizi, estimating that, of the organization’s
members, perhaps only 20 percent could be labeled
as being politically engaged in service of any ideology
or cause.

Unlike MESA's current president, Juan Cole — a
University of Michigan professor who is highly critical of
Israeli policy —Banuazizi is considered a moderate by

Kramer. At Kramer's request Banuazizi gave a named
lecture in Tel Aviv University; he also spent a semester
teaching at Jerusalem’s Hebrew University. Although the
two men disagree about MESA's political leanings, they
see eye to eye on one crucial point; Establishing Israel
studies chairs outside the auspices of Middle Eastern
studies hurts both disciplines.“The answer to flawed
Middle Eastern studies,” Kramer told the Forward last
year, “isn't Israel studies, it's better Middle Eastern
studies.” Banuazizi agrees, but for different reasons. He
believes that by failing to see MESA’s nuances and
dismissing it as a monolithic organization, pro-Israel
academics are, in fact, hurting Israel.“You don't want to
isolate Israel studies,” he said. “Ultimately, Israel's
concern as far as its foreign policy is concerned relates
to its neighbors as well.” Separate the scholars who
study Israel from those who study Iran, Turkey or
Afghanistan, he added, and a schism is created that
deprives Israel studies scholars from gaining a full
regional perspective.

“We know,” Banuazizi adds, “that these people out
there, in the Middle East, separated themselves, and
that they're in conflict with each other.What does it say
about us, academics, scholars, intellectuals, if we can't
get it together and teach in the same department? Are
we going to reflect the adversarial state? Are we going
to maintain two separate fortresses and continue this,
or are we going to try and establish a more objective
and civil, and hopefully productive, dialogue?”

Rabbi Arthur Hertzberg, author of such classics as The
Zionist Idea and The Jews and America, finds attacks on
the political beliefs of Middle East professors to be
unforgivable. “The Arab chairs are as entitled to have
their say as we are,” says Hertzberg, who has taught
courses in Zionism at Columbia, Princeton, Rutgers and
Dartmouth. “Khalidi has every right to be a Palestinian
nationalist, provided he gets his footnotes right. | was at
Columbia for 30 years, and nobody ever questioned
my Zionist connections. They only questioned whether
| got my footnotes right”

Hertzberg and other academics were perturbed when
conservative scholar Stanley Kurtz of Stanford
University's Hoover Institution brought his concerns to
Congress. In 2003, the House Subcommittee on Select
Education convened a hearing on “International
Programs in Higher Education and Questions of Bias.”
Kurtz singled out Edward Said as the instigator of the
anti-Israel bias. He then argued that Title VI funding, a
major source of income for Middle East studies

professors and graduate researchers, should be
reduced and executive-branch supervision should be
instated. The House passed a bill in that spirit, the
International Studies in Higher Education Act, but it
languished in the Senate. It was reintroduced in the
House in 2005. If passed, the hill is likely to have a
tremendous effect on area studies in general and
Middle Eastern studies in particular.

Ironically, increasing government oversight of Middle
Eastern studies could encourage more private donors
with deep pockets and deeper passions to step in. This
may already be occurring: In December of 2005, Prince
Alwaleed bin Talal, the Saudi prince who ranks fifth on
Forbes’ list of the world's richest people, donated $20
million each to Harvard and Georgetown; a portion of
the funding will be used to endow chairs. Even money
from wealthy oil sheiks should not be a cause of alarm,
reflects Stanley Katz, Professor of Public and
International Affairs at Princeton University and former
president of the American Council of Learned
Societies. “There’s some good coming out of all this,”
says Katz. “People are mobilizing to raise money for
chairs. If universities are responsible in seeking out
good scholars, everybody gains. “We have a long
tradition in this country of soliciting funds to produce
knowledge,” Katz adds, “and on the whole this works
well, mainly because it's a game everyone can play.
There are wealthy people of all political persuasions. It's
a very competitive system. But we do rely on the good
judgment of university administrators and faculty to
adhere to professional standards, both in soliciting funds
and making appointments. By and large, | think it works
quite well”

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The Politics of Israel Studies

controversy on college campuses as Israel. Since the

second Palestinian uprising began, in 2000, petitions
calling on universities to divest their holdings from the
Jewish state and to boycott its scholars have circulated
throughout the academy.

I n recent years, few countries have caused as much

In 2002 Concordia University, in Montreal, banned

all activities related to the Middle East after violent
demonstrations led to the cancellation of a speech by
Benjamin Netanyahu, a former prime minister of Israel.
In 2004 security at commencement exercises at the
University of California at Irvine was tightened in a
dispute over the meaning of green stoles worn atop
graduation robes by some Muslim students, who
called the garments an expression of faith; Jewish
students called them a sign of solidarity with Hamas,
a Palestinian militant group.

The issue exploded at Columbia University last fall,
after a student documentary accused professors in
the Middle East studies department of intimidating
pro-Israel students.

Although the university found no evidence that faculty
members had made anti-Semitic statements, the
allegations sparked headlines in New York newspapers
and prompted a member of Congress to call on the
university to fire an assistant professor.

The concern that professors of Middle East studies, and
not just those at Columbia, are teaching about Israel
only in terms of the bitter Israeli-Palestinian conflict has
prompted American Jewish philanthropists to dig deep
into their wallets. In recent years they have sought to
counter what they see as a pro-Palestinian propagandist
view of Israel by endowing chairs, centers, and
programs in Israel studies. Unlike Jewish studies, which

focuses mainly on religious aspects of Jewish life, Israel

studies teaches students about the country’s economy,
society, history, and culture, without focusing solely on

the conflict.

“Imagine if in America there were only people who
studied Russia in terms of the cold war, or France and
Germany only in terms of their conflict with each
other” says S. llan Troen, a professor at Brandeis
University who holds the Stoll Family Chair in Israel
studies. That “would be a gross distortion of what those
societies are really about.”

But it is the perception of the Arab-Israeli conflict on
college campuses that led to the creation of Mr. Troen’s
chair at Brandeis, one of about a dozen universities in
the United States where Israel studies is part of a
center's or a faculty member’s official title. Since 1997
such chairs and centers have been created at
institutions including Emory University, American
University, and the University of Denver. Although these
professors readily acknowledge that politics has made
their positions possible, they contend that they engage
in objective scholarship, not pro-Israel advocacy.

While allegations have been raised that anti-Israel bias
pervades Middle East studies, the emergence of Israel
studies raises serious questions about whether
pro-Israel donors and scholars can resist waging a
tit-for-tat battle with pro-Palestinian scholars. What's
more, say some professors in Middle East studies, Israel
already gets more than its share of scholarly attention.

A HEATED DISCUSSION
Last month about 150 members of the Association

for Israel Studies met here in Tucson for their annual
conference. Although it was created in 1985 by
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cholars fed up with bias against Israel in the Middle East
Studies Association, the group has no political litmus
test for membership.

Few members have “Israel studies” in their formal titles,
since such centers and chairs are relatively new. But
professors in the association have been teaching
aspects of Israel for years, and during a conference
session titled “Teaching About Israel in the U.S.” they
reveal how strongly they disagree about how to do it.

Standing before an audience of his colleagues in a hotel
conference room, lan S. Lustick says he has confirmed
the perception that courses on Israel often focus on
the Israeli-Palestinian conflict. Of the 34 syllabi he found
on the Internet, Mr. Lustick, a professor of political
science at the University of Pennsylvania, found that

23 of them focused on the conflict.

In his talk, he explains how previous scholarship on
Israel dealt with the success or failure of Zionism. In
current scholarship, he argues, “Israel is now seen more
as a function of the conflict than as the result of the
Zionist blueprint” During his talk he refrains from
commenting on whether that shift is good or bad.
Later, during a question-and-answer session, he says
that if there were “250 million Native Americans
surrounding this country, with many of them in this
country, | guarantee you 80 percent of the courses
taught in this country would be about the conflict”
Consequently, he says, focusing on the conflict in
courses about Israel is the right thing to do.

Kenneth W. Stein takes strong exception. A fellow
panelist at the meeting, he begins a tirade against what
he agrees is the prevailing pedagogical approach to
Israel in this country.“The teaching of Israel’s history
has been hijacked,” says Mr. Stein, a professor of
contemporary Middle Eastern history, political science,
and Israeli studies at Emory University. “\We've been
captivated by this conflict. It's what pushes our
teaching.”

When was the last time someone read a biography
of David Ben-Gurion, Israel's first prime minister, in a
course about Israel? Mr. Stein asks, his voice rising.
“What vocabulary do we use in instructing our
students? ‘Colonial, ‘racist, ‘apartheid, ‘Nazi-like.” Mr.
Stein says he never heard such words as a graduate
student in Middle Eastern studies at the University of
Michigan at Ann Arbor in the late 1960s. Today, he

contends, they come up in the classroom repeatedly.

Mr. Stein says he is arguing for balance.“We'd do a
better job if we teach students how to think, not what
to think,” he says.

After he takes his seat, hands shoot up from the
audience.The room is tense. One man says he would
have liked to see the whole conference devoted to this
subject. Another defends his university's decision to
offer courses on the conflict; the topic is popular with
students, he says. Another asks if Mr. Stein is telling
them to teach the history of Zionism rather than
current affairs, and then accuses him of being an
ideologue.

“My argument is not that we not teach politics —
controversial aspects of Arab-Israeli relations,” says Mr.
Stein, on the defensive for much of the panel. Teaching
the history of the country from 1860 to 1948 is just as
important as teaching it from 1945 to the present, he
says. “We need to ... put Israel not in a separate place
in teaching, but into the context of Jewish history. It's
part of the Jewish experience.”

Then someone in the audience interrupts him,
shouting, “It's also part of the Middle East!”

PUTTING UP THE MONEY

American Jewish donors who are endowing the new
chairs in Israel studies probably would not have been
pleased with the focus of the discussion. The strong
support for teaching Israel in terms of the conflict is
exactly what they're fighting against.

“There is bias in numerous Middle East-studies
departments, no two ways about it,” says Richard S.
Ziman, a trustee of the Rosalinde and Arthur Gilbert
Foundation. Last month the foundation pledged $1
million to endow a chair in the new Israel-studies
program at the University of California at Los Angeles.

Israel, says Mr. Ziman, is not adequately taught at most
American or Western European universities. “Most of

the things that are taught are current political affairs,”

he says. “It doesn’'t go deeper than that”

At New York University, the Marilyn and Henry Taub
Foundation gave $4-million three years ago to endow a
chair and a center for Israel studies. Ronald W. Zweig, a
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former chairman of the Jewish-history department at
Tel Aviv University, just finished his first academic year
in the chair. He taught undergraduate courses on the
history of Zionism and Israel and on Israel and
American Jewry, as well as two graduate courses on
the struggle for Israel's statehood. This fall he will also
supervise two doctoral fellows in Israel studies.

An Israeli citizen, Mr. Zweig says that his own politics
have nothing to do with his courses, and that he does
not function as a classroom spokesman for the Israeli
government. “l don't consider presenting the Israeli
perspective as part of my job,” he says.

Still, donors who are endowing these chairs have a
strong interest in Israel. Mr. Taub is a past chairman of
the Technion-Israel Institute of Technology, and Fred S.
Lafer, the Taub foundation’s president, is a former
member of the executive committee of the Hebrew
University of Jerusalem.

Both men have degrees from NYU, and Mr.Taub sits on
the university's Board of Trustees, so it was natural for
the foundation to make the donation, Mr. Lafer says.
Both men are also Jewish. “Israel is a player in the
world,” says Mr. Lafer.“We think it has a history worth
learning about.”

That history, Jewish philanthropists contend, will not
serve as just a counterweight to how Israel is taught in
Middle East-studies programs. “We are not saying there
should be people, quote,‘on the other side’ who go
beyond the bounds of academic standards and are
merely partisans in the classroom,” says Michael C.
Kotzin, executive vice president of the Jewish
Federation of Metropolitan Chicago. It will contribute
$300,000 to a new postdoctoral-fellowship program on
modern Israel at Northwestern University, which will
bring visiting Israeli scholars to campus, possibly as early
as next fall.

Donors view Israel studies as an academic discipline,
says Mr. Kotzin. “Yes, we do have political concerns
about the subject matter,” he says. But “we’re not
using the word ‘balance’ It would be an alternative to
what certain people are doing. But for us the value
transcends its simply being an alternative.”

SPECIAL ATTENTION?

Some professors question whether the rise of Israel

studies reflects only a scholarly quest.

Proponents of the new chairs “would like ... the
academic study of Israel to be commensurate with the
attention, special attention, that Israel receives in the
United States, particularly in U.S. foreign policy,” says Ali
Banuazizi, a professor of psychology at Boston College
and president of the Middle East Studies Association.

Israel probably has not received sufficient attention as
an independent country within his own association, he
acknowledges.

Members of the Association for Israel Studies have
accused the Middle East-studies group of rejecting
papers that did not present Israel as a colonialist,
imperialist power. Mr. Banuazizi, however, says he is not
aware of any papers or panels that have been rejected
for that reason.“We haven't exercised that kind of
censorship,” he says.“l hope we never will. Israel is a
party to a conflict. Of course you'd expect Israel to be
mentioned.”

Israel is not, however, taught predominantly in terms

of the conflict, asserts Rashid Khalidi, director of
Columbia’s Middle East Institute; “Anyone who says
that obviously has their head in the sand,” expressing
“partisan views by people who are ignorant. The
number of courses on Israel, not the conflict, per capita
in terms of Israel's size, is enormous. “ That base of
support, he says, is something “people in Turkish studies,
in Iranian studies, would kill for. Over 100 kids are
studying Hebrew here. That's certainly a lot”

Because the study of Israel in the United States has
become “a study of our story versus your story,” says
Emory’s Mr. Stein, he has reservations about the growth
in the number of Israel-studies chairs, even though he
holds one himself. Universities should avoid hiring
polemicists and look for people who will teach the
story of how Israel came into being and how Israeli
society has handled immigration, he says. There are
“lessons to be learned from lIsrael's experience that
have application elsewhere that have nothing to do
with the struggle.”

It is true that modern Israel has not been given a due
place on university campuses, Mr. Stein says, but “it's not
correct to say the only reason why it hasn't is because
Middle East-studies centers have decided it's not
important.”
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In the 1960s, black studies, women's studies, and Jewish
studies began to emerge. American Jewish donors who
gave money to Jewish-studies programs, however,
wanted them to focus on the Holocaust, not Israel, says
Mr. Stein. They were themselves Holocaust survivors or
had relatives who did not survive.“They wanted their
names remembered,” he says.

Today American Jewish donors have a different agenda,
he argues: They are not endowing chairs to study what
modern Israel did to change Jewish identity, he says.
They are asking if Israel studies can be “used as a
platform to promote lIsraeli identity on campus, ... to
shape a different view of the conflict”

Martin S. Kramer says the answer to that question is
no. Israel studies “creates a ghetto,” says the author of
Ivory Towers on Sand:The Failure of Middle Eastern Studies
in America. It “essentially absolves existing departments
and programs from having to include Israel studies” and
“deal with Israel in a way that's pragmatic and fair”

For years Mr. Kramer, a senior associate at the Moshe
Dayan Center for Middle Eastern and African Studies at
Tel Aviv University, has argued that scholars of the
Middle East are biased against Israel.“l don't think you
can bury these programs and chairs in a bunker deep
enough to protect them from what goes on in Middle
East studies,” he says.

He points to the new Israel-studies chair being
established at Columbia as an example. There, just
looking for someone to hold the chair has revealed the
political fault lines that plague the field. Four Columbia
trustees, all of them Jewish, have pledged more than
$3-million for the position. Lee C. Bollinger, Columbia’s
president, suggested the idea two years ago, says Mark
E. Kingdon, one of the contributors. The president, Mr.
Kingdon says, felt that while the university offered
excellent courses in Jewish studies, it did not
adequately cover modern Israel.

While the decision to create the chair came well
before the controversy over Middle East studies at
Columbia, the appointment of the search committee
has created a minor controversy of its own.The
six-member committee includes two scholars known
for their pro-Palestinian views: Mr. Khalidi and Lila
Abu-Lughod, a professor of anthropology, who signed
the petition seeking Columbia’s divestiture from Israel.

Mr. Kramer and others contend that with anti-Israel
academics on the committee, the search will not be fair,

The panel’s chairman says that's absurd. “Both
Professor Khalidi and Professor Lughod will act totally
professionally, whatever their political statements
outside the classroom,” says Michael Stanislawski, a
professor of Jewish history. “Like the other members
of the committee, they have political opinions.\We're
not going to base our academic decisions on anyone’s
political opinions.”

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Methodology

During the period of May-July, 2006, six researchers examined the on-line course listings and course catalogues
of over 400 universities throughout North America. The universities selected represent U.S. News and World
Report’s ranking of America’s top 120 colleges and universities, and those in which ICC member organizations
have student activists. After eliminating Canadian universities from the sample, this survey reflects a total of 386
universities, colleges, and community colleges across America.

The majority of the research contained within this study was conducted online using search terms such as Israel,
Middle East, Arab-Israel, conflict, Hebrew, and Zionism. Knowing that many courses are multidisciplinary, the
researchers set out to cast a broad net and capture as many of the existing courses as possible. It is possible that
some courses were overlooked or not uncovered in the research.

These courses were then reviewed to ensure that only courses directly related to modern Israel were included in
the study. An important distinction was made between courses related to Jewish studies, Middle East studies, and
Israel studies. For the purposes of this survey, Israel studies is defined as any course that provides insight into the
politics, history, or culture of contemporary Israel. While archaeology, rabbinics, Jewish history, or Hebrew are
relevant to the rise of modern-day Israel, they do little in fostering a richer understanding of Israeli society today.

Due to the dynamic nature of the university environment, this publication is meant to provide a snapshot in time
of the state of Israel studies in the U.S. To that end, researchers endeavored to apply consistent criteria throughout
the process and present a thorough picture of where and how Israel is being taught.

Enrollment figures for both the general student body and the Jewish student population were taken from Hillel:
The Foundation for Jewish Campus Life. In instances where figures were unavailable, every effort was made to
identify verifiable sources of information.
